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Laura Popiel takes on challenging

Aicardi photo assignment in KY

Houston photographer, Laura Popiel was
invited to photograph children at the bi-annual
Aicardi Syndrome Family Conference, held July 9-11
in Louisville, KY.

Her task was certainly cut out for her. Only girls
are affected with this condition of the brain. Children
with Aicardi syndrome almost always require a
wheelchair, are usually legally blind, experience
daily multiple seizures and do not have much ability
(if any) to direct favorable attention toward a lens.

Laura specializes in environmental work which
means she had to also deal with the hot, humid,
inclement Louisville weather. Photo locations had to
be carefully selected or moved spontaneously, but
she easily managed the heroic accomplishment of
photographing nearly forty children with almost as
many rolls of film.

Some of the parents had never visited a profes-
sional photographer with their special child and
were excited to get a quality image for their wall.
